BATTLE AT THE BORDER RULES
We provide a scorekeeper.  It is not their responsibility to inform coaches of player fouls or time-outs.
After games shake hands and get your gear and GARBAGE from the bench area.  Do NOT have post-game discussions on bench area so the next team on can gain access to the bench.

Teams should be at the court 30-minutes prior to the scheduled game time. If the court is free warm-ups will begin 20 minutes prior to the scheduled start time and the game WILL begin 15 minutes early.  NO GAME will begin more than 15 minutes early without the consent of both head coaches.  There is NO grace period! Both teams must be ready to play once warm-ups are over.

Standard NY High School Rules With the Following Exceptions:
TWO, 16-minute, stop time halves. EXCEPTION: in 2nd half a team takes a 20-pt lead or more, clock runs. The clock continues to run until the lead goes back below 15 pts. 

Players are eliminated on their 6th personal foul.
5-minute warm ups. 3-minute halftime. 1st OT 2-minutes, 2nd OT 1 minute, 3rd OT sudden death. Waived in championships where first OT is 2 minutes and all subsequent are 1 minute long.

1 full TO and 1 thirty second TO per half (don’t carry). Only 1st OT has a TO (30-second)

1 & 1 on 10th team foul, NO double bonus.  Both teams in bonus last minute of game and of OT, only if lead is 10 points or less.  NO 1 & 1 is shot AT ALL last minute of game with 20pt. lead or more.
Players may play for two different age groups if they meet all eligibility requirements, but no player is allowed to play for more than one team during any given game time. 

SPORTSMANSHIP: Actions of poor sportsmanship on or off the court will NOT be tolerated.  Our staff reserves the right to remove any player, coach or spectator from the tournament that we deem is not acting in the best interest of the tournament.  Trash talking, threatening comments or ungentlemanly behavior will not be tolerated; we will have a zero tolerance policy towards these actions.

The rule below refers to unsportsmanlike not procedural technical fouls
If a coach gets a technical, he MUST sit the rest of game, except for halftime or timeouts. Every 2 T’s received by a coach/player they are out next game (out of building).  If team's last game they’re done from rest of game.  Teams receiving 4 T’s will be done for the rest of the tourney without a refund.
Tie-Breakers
Head-to-Head for two way ties but in cases of three or more way ties, the following will be used:
Lowest differential up to a max 15 pts per game.
Least allowed per game.
Most scored per game.
Least allowed at half per game.
Most scored at half per game. 
Forfeits are NOT used in differential, least allowed or most scored as those are on a per game basis.
